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Methodology

This is a descriptive analysis of the degree of
overrepresentation of African Americans, Latinos and
Native Americans in out-of-home placements for the 50
states for which data on race and ethnicity were available
for 2000.

Since the Census Bureau allowed respondents to check
morte than one race for the first time in the 2000 Census,
HHS also permitted states to check more than one racial
group in providing foster care data to AFCARS beginning
in the year 2000. To facilitate this analysis, the various
multirace combinations were reduced to five single race/
ethnic groups (i.e, non-Latino Whites, Blacks, Latinos,
Native Americans and Asian/Pacific Islanders) in both
the 2000 Census and 2000 AFCARS data. Any
combinations of Whites and a racial minority (e.g., White
and Black, etc.) were classified into the racial minority
(i.e., Black). Since Latinos can be of any race, any
combinations of Latinos and a racial minority were
classified into the racial minority. And, any combinations
involving only racial minorities were classified into the
smaller size minority.

What s the extent of overrepresentation of the five racial/
ethnic groups at the national level? The disproportionality
rates are provided for each group in Table 1. African
Americans (2.43) and Native Americans (2.16) are the
two most overrepresented groups. However, nationally,
Latinos (.79) are underrepresented to a similar extent as
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non-Latino Whites (.76). And, Asian/Pacific Islanders (.39)
are sharply underrepresented. But state analyses will reveal
moderate levels of overrepresentation for Latinos.
Consequently, overrepresentation for African Americans,
Latinos, and Native Americans will be examined at the
state level.

The states will be classified according to their
disproportionality rates into five categories:
underrepresented, comparable disproportion, moderate
disproportion, high disproportion, and extreme
disproportion. Due to the varying distributions of these
rates, not all five categories will be used depending on
the specific racial/ethnic group. Among African
Americans, three categories will be used: (1) moderate
disproportion, i.c., states with rates between 1.00-2.49;
(2) high disproportion, i. e., states with rates between 2.50-
3.49; and (3) extreme disproportion, i. e., states with rates
of 3.50 and over. Also, among Latinos, three categories
will be used: (1) underrepresented, i.e., states with rates
under .50; (2) comparable disproportion, i.c., states with
rates between .50-.99; and (3) moderate disproportion,
ie, states with rates between 1.00-2.49. Among Native
Americans, however, all five categories will be used: (1)
underrepresented, i.e, states with rates under .50; (2)
comparable disproportion, i.e, states with rates between
.50-.99; (3) moderate disproportion, i.e., states with rates
between 1.00-2.49; (4) high disproportion, i.e, states with
rates between 3.00-3.49; and (5) extreme disproportion,
i.e. states with rates of 3.50 and over.

African American Overrepresentation

The overrepresentation of African American children in
foster care was classified into three categories: moderate
disproportion (between 1.00-2.49), high disproportion
(2.50-3.49), and extreme disproportion (3.50 and over).
African American children have moderate disproportion
in 19 states: Massachusetts, Washington DC, Mississippi
and Hawaii, Louisiana, South Carolina, Alabama, Georgia,
Arkansas, Tennessee, North Carolina, Washington, Florida,
Virginia, Maine, New York, Oklahoma, Maryland and
Alaska. The 16 states with high disproportion are:
Kentucky, Texas, Delaware, Nevada, Missouri, Utah,
Vermont, Nebraska, Michigan, West Virginia, Kansas,
Colorado, North Dakota, South Dakota, Ohio, and
Connecticut. And, the 16 states with extreme
disproportion are: Rhode Island, New Jersey, New
Mexico, lowa, Indiana, Pennsylvania, Atizona, Montana,
Illinois, California, Oregon, Wyoming, Minnesota, Idaho,
New Hampshire, and Wisconsin (See ranking of states in
Tables 2 and 3).

Latino Overrepresentation

In Table 4, the overrepresentation of Latino children in
foster care was classified into one category: moderate
disproportion (1.00-2.49). Latino children have moderate
disproportionality rates in the following ten states:
Wyoming (1.06), Colorado (1.11), South Dakota (1.13),
Utah (1.46), North Dakota (1.52), Pennsylvania (1.54),
Maine (1.62), Massachusetts (1.71), Connecticut (1.72) and

New Hampshire (1.89). On the other hand, seven of the
16 states with the highest proportions of Latinos in foster
care are: Puerto Rico (71%), New Mexico (49%),
California (34%), Texas (32%), Arizona (29%), Colorado
(26%) and Connecticut (24%). And, 15 states have the
largest numbers of Latino children in foster care. (See
various rankings of states in Tables 4, 5 and 0).

Native American Overrepresentation

The overrepresentation of Native American children in
foster care was classified into five categories:
underrepresented (under .50); comparable disproportion
(.50-.99); moderate disproportion (1.00-2.49); high
disproportion (2.50-3.49), and extreme disproportion (3.50
and over). While Native American children are
underrepresented in six states, they have comparable
disproportion in 15 states, moderate disproportion in 14
states, high disproportion in five states and extreme
disproportion in ten states. The five highest “extreme
disproportion” states are: Hawaii (10.5%), Minnesota
(8.2%), South Dakota (7.9%), Nebraska (6.9%) and lowa
(6.5%). On the other hand, the five states with the highest
proportion of Native Americans in foster care are: South
Dakota (63.6%), Alaska (55.9%), N. Dakota (32.3%),
Montana (31.6%), and Oklahoma (22.3%). And, the five
states with the largest number of Native Americans in
foster care are: Oklahoma, Minnesota, California,
Washington, and Alaska. (See various rankings of states in
Tables 7, 8 and 9).
